Below ground demolition and piling enabling works

Dear Resident,
Welcome to the May edition of our monthly newsletter. You may notice that the site
offices have swiftly been relocated to the Waverton St entrance in preparation for our
final activities for this phase of the works on site.
Works completed to date.
The former car-park
The suspended slabs to the carpark basement are practically all demolished. We
continue to surgically remove localised portions of basement slab to facilitate the
installation of the perimeter piles by the follow-on contractor in the next phase. We
have also started importing crushed, recycled demolition arisings to form a working
platform for the piling works in the next phase.
The Ascott Hotel
The installation of temporary supporting steel props to Hill Street elevation is
approximately 80% complete. Demolition down to basement level is 100% complete
and we have commenced removal of the ground bearing basement slab and
foundations.
4 Audley Square
The second stage of underpinning has progressed well and is now near completion.
Sheet piling work Audley Square
Pile enabling works are now complete in Audley Square in preparation for the
installation of sheet piles. We will be using sophisticated silent piling equipment in
order to hydraulically press the sheet piles into the ground. This is a vibration free
method which also eliminates noisy works.
Future works
Planned works for the coming month shall include but not limited to:

e Silent installation of sheet piles Audley Square commenced Friday 11" May

using a “silent piler”. This method ensures the piles are pushed into the

ground without generating vibration and noise.

e Continuation of the basement slab and foundation removal to the Ascott
Hotel on Hill Street.

e The demolition of the last remaining car park structure.

e Ongoing clearance of materials from site and the importation of crushed
recycled demolition arisings to form the future piling platform.
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e No. 3 Audley Square — excavate, install shoring and commence the stage 3
underpinning.
